Annual Meeting Minutes – 3/30/04

Open Meeting.  The meeting was opened at 7pm by David Lynn, HOA President.  It was noted that a quorum was present consisting of 7 homeowners present in person and 21 present by proxy.  

Street Turnover.  An update report was present by David Lynn on the status of the street turnover project.  There may be a need to move some of the mailboxes but that will wait until it is clear whether enough homeowners and lenders have signed and approved the turnover.  All legal owners of each house will be required to sign.  

There was discussion about possible reasons to not sign, such as not living in the neighborhood long, street repairs done less quickly by the City, etc.  The board feels that the benefits for turning over the streets outweigh the risks and thus the board decided to move forward with the project.  Phone numbers of all homeowners attending this meeting were taken and all agreed to assist with going door-to-door for signatures or to assist with the street takeover project.  

Sidewalks.  David Lynn will contact a City Councilman about the chances of the City eventually requiring the homeowners to pay for the installation of sidewalks.  This could be a reason given by some for not approving the turnover.  

A packet of information and forms provided by the HOA attorney will be mailed out to all homeowners asking them to return the signed homeowner forms and forward a signature form to their lender.  A lender information packet will be included giving contact information, a model explanation and a self-addressed envelope for the lender to return to PPM.  

Financial Report.  The financial report for the month ended 2/29/04 was reviewed and discussed.

Elections.  There was a call for nominations for 2 board member positions.  There were no nominations offered. 

David Lynn and Emily Witzenman agreed to stay on the board to at least see the street takeover project through to a conclusion.  They will serve terms of 3 additional years or until they resign.  A motion was made and approved to elect David and Emily.  Motion seconded and approved.  

Q&A.  There was a period of general questions and answers.  

Adjournment.  A motion was made, seconded and approved to adjourn the meeting at 8:20pm.
